'films of the Neodesha Register (mostly a weekly paper) from 1883
to l974, inclusive, somenewspaperclippings giving obituaries,

.and the wonderful book “Wilson County, Kansas Marriages 1864-1900”.
This book gives additional information than that being run in the
quarterly of the marriages. Morenames of parents are shown.
