The naturalization records in this volurme are abstracts of all
those available in the keening of the office of the Finney County
Clerk of the District Court in the Finney County Courthouse. Barly
records are in bound volumes, and later records are in 3-ring note-
books, with some of the pavers loo=e in the notebooks. These abs-
tracts do not include the country the verson renouunced allegiance
from, as most was from the country they were born in.

The file of carbon conies of letters to the Circuit Court con-
cerning naturalizations and recvroduced in this volume, were passed
into my hands when I started comniling these records. The letters
were saved by a local genealogist/historian and were part of the
"o1d correspondence” files purged from the Circuit Court 1o make
room for current records, previous to the unification of the Kansas
Circuit Courts and District Courts 1979/80. Thece letters should
be helrful in ~iving clues to the moverents of some imnnigrants or
their families when they left Finney County.

Would the law stating that people being mistnformed as to theip cit-
1zenship as stated 1n section ten page nine of our rules and pegulations
apply to this case. Could this man omit filing his Declaration of In-
tention under this ruling and now file his Petition and be heard on
that and receive his Citizenship papers at the expiration of the ninety
days notice, opr shall he go shead and file his Declaration of Intention
in the ususl manner and after watting the two years then file his petit-
ion ete.,
