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Introduction

“Do you have the records of the Jackson County Poor Farm?”

“No, unfortunately, we do not.”

“Then where can I find them?”

“Well, I’m sorry, but . . . ”

The above exchange can often be heard in the libraries and archives of Jackson

County, Missouri. Unfortunately, a diligent search of the repositories where such records

might exist reveals no surviving registers of Jackson County Poor Farm residents. In fact,

that kind of record might never even have been created, since relevant Missouri laws of

C the 19”‘and early 20'“ centuries did not mandate them.

However, becoming a resident of the Poor Farm did require an order of the

County Court of Jackson County. Truly dedicated researchers might wish to attempt a

search of the microfilms of the County Court Minutes for an order to admit “their”

resident. However, such a search can be time-consuming and when successful provides

only the date of admission—no further details appear. And unfortunately, the County

Court minutes do not record dismissals or deaths of Poor Farm residents.

This compilation of the 1860 through 1930 federal census entries for the Jackson

County Poor Farm was undertaken as an attempt to create an easily consulted list of

residents. Although some 1668 names appear here, this list is necessarily incomplete—it

includes only persons who lived at the Poor Farm on “census day” in 1860, 1870, 1880,

1900, 1910, 1920, and 1930. (The federal census for 1890 does not survive.) Aside from
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a few exceptions, anyone who came to the Poor Farm after the date of one of the

decennial censuses and who also died or was dismissed before the next census does not

appear here.

The first part of this work is a census—by-censustranscription of the Poor Farm

entries as they actually appear, preserving their original spelling and order. The second

part, beginning on page 125, is a consolidated alphabetical listing of all the Poor Farm

residents in all the census years. Many users will probably turn directly to that second

part. In the transcribed entries for 1880 through 1930, each resident’s place of birth is

followed, in parentheses, by the place of birth of his/her father and of his/her mother.

Explanatory information provided by the compiler appears in square brackets [].
